What are the Units of Inquiry?
PYP requires presenting six transdisciplinary themes as units yearly.

Each year, classes work through a cycle of 6 units of inquiry. The units may have
a Science, Social Studies, Language, PE or Arts focus. In addition, many subject
areas of the curriculum can be linked to a unit of inquiry and specialist teachers
often work with classroom teachers to create a transdisciplinary approach to
learning. This means that different subject areas are used to further the learners’
understanding of the unit’s central idea. Every unit has a central idea which is a
statement that encapsulates the desired learning.
